Harp, String Instrument

The harp is not like any other
member of the string family. It has
about 45 strings stretched across its
tall triangular frame. The strings are
plucked by hand while seven pedals at
the bottom of the harp adjust the
length of the strings to produce
additional notes. The short strings
produce the high pitches or tones,
while the longer strings produce the
lower or deeper pitches.
